Christmas Trees and Boxes

Start thinking about recycling your Christmas
trees! Cut your trees in half and then stack the
sections next to the green yardwaste Toter® be-
tween December 26 and January 4. During other
times, cut the trees to fit inside the yardwaste
Toter®.

Trees sent for recycling must be free of tinsel,
flocking, ornaments and tree stand. Trees with
these materials may be cut up and placed in your
gray trash Toter® for collection.

Tree recycling is one way Boy Scout troops and
other youth groups raise funds after Christmas.
These groups will collect whole trees for a small
donation.

Large corrugated cardboard boxes are accepted
at the VSS Recycling Facility at 855 /2 Davis
Street in Vacaville which is open from Tuesday
through Saturday from 9 AM until 3 PM. Boxes
may also be flattened and placed in the blue
Toter® for collection.

Relief for Plastic Bag Disposal

A new law
went into ef-
fect on July
1, 2007, that
requires Cali-
fornia grocery
stores to take
back and
recycle plastic
grocery bags.
AB 2449
was signed
by Governor
Schwarzeneg-
ger in Septem-
ber of 2006.
Over the next

: SiX years,
large grocery stores and other retailers
must create an in-store recycling pro-
gram for the collection and recycling of
plastic bags.

“Plastic bags have been an issue for
us,” explains Vacaville Sanitary Ser-
vice General Manager Ed Farewell.
“Customers may not dispose of the
bags with their yardwaste or recyclable
materials. The end result is a huge
volume of the bags going to the landfill
each year.”

The new law also requires stores to
label their bags with notices of how
the bags can be returned to the store

for recycling. Each store must also
place bag recycling bins in visible

and accessible locations for custom-
ers. The law also encourages stores to

Cuttings may be bundled in stacks no
larger than 2’ by 3’, tied with twine,

“For now, it is just
