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Start thinking about recycling your Christmas
trees! Cut trees in half and stack the sections
next to the green yardwaste Toter® between De-
cember 26 and January 3. At any time the trees
may be cut to fit inside the yardwaste Toter®.

Trees sent for recycling must be free of tinsel,
flocking, ornaments, and tree stand. Trees with
these materials may be cut up and placed in your
gray trash Toter® for collection.

Tree recycling is one way Boy Scout troops and
other youth groups raise funds after Christmas.
These groups will collect whole trees for a small
donation.

Large corrugated cardboard boxes are accept-
ed at the VSS Recycling Facility at 855'/2 Davis
Street in Vacaville which is open from Tuesday
through Saturday from 9 AM until 3 PM. Boxes
may also be flattened and placed in the blue
Toter® for collection.

We Want Paper But NOT Plastic!

Shoppers often
enjoy the conve-
nience of plastic
bags to carry gro-
ceries and other
items. Unfortunately,
many of these bags
make their way into
the blue recycling
Toters®. This is a
growing problem
for crews who must
remove all types of
plastic bags so they
do not contaminate
the stream of recy-

“Many customers simply do not re-
alize that plastic bags cannot be re-
cycled,” explains VSS General Manager
Ed Farewell. “It is important to return
plastic bags to the store or, better yet,
make use of reusable shopping bags.”

In addition to plastic shopping
bags, recyclable materials may not
be wrapped inside of any plastic bags
such as trash bags. Large plastic bags
may not be used as liners for the blue
Toters® California law requires grocery
stores to start taking back and recy-
cling plastic grocery bags and most
grocery stores in Vacaville already have
plastic bag collection bins. Over the
next six years, stores must create in-
store recycling programs for the collec-

tion and recycling of plastic bags.

“Retailers are making these chang-
es,” said Farewell, “and the result will
help our diversion efforts. For now,
remember to keep plastic bags out of
your blue Toters®.”

Sharps Not Allowed
Hypodermic needles, syringes, and
lancets may not be disposed of in gar-
bage cans or recycling containers. The
VSS Household Hazardous Waste Re-
cycling Center located at 855'/2 Davis
Street in Vacaville accepts these items

without charge. Northbay VacaValley
Hospital on Nut Tree Road and Sutter
Regional Medical Foundation on Mason
Street also accept sharps.

The VSS HHW Recycling Center is
open only on Saturday from 9AM until
3PM. In addition to sharps, the Center

City Ordinance

The City of Vacaville is enforcing
Municipal Code Section 8.10.030A. 16
Basketball Hoops/Skate Ramps. Bas-
Ketball hoops and skate ramps that are
left out can affect the ability of garbage
and recycling trucks to adequately
access toters that are placed out for
weekly pick up. Any unpermitted ob-
struction of or encroachment on public
property, including, but not limited to,
any public street, highway, sidewalk,

also accepts oil-
based paints, sol-
vents, thinners, pes-
ticides, herbicides,
aerosols, gas, auto
fluids, fluorescent
lighting tubes, spa
and pool chemicals,
or other household
toxins. Materials are
only accepted from
residential custom-
ers from Vacaville,
Dixon, and unin-
corporated Solano

Set each Toter®
outforcollectionwith
the wheels touching
the curb. The lid
should open toward
the street and the
handle should be in
the back. Make sure
that there is at least
five feet between
each Toter® and
make sure that no
Toter®is closerthan
five feetfromany car
orotherobstacle.
